“Every man according as he purposeth in his heart, so let him give, not grudgingly, or of 
necessity; for God loveth a cheerful giver.” 2 Corinthians 9:7 
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“Do not worry about anything; instead, pray 
about everything.  Tell God what you need, 
and thank him for all He has done.”  
Philippians 4:6   
 
Do you have any worries, not the run of the mill 
kind that come and go, that pass through your mind 
and then dissipate like bubbles in the wind . . . . . 
but do you have worries that create undue stress . . . 
. . that keep you up at night . . . . that are seemingly 
all consuming?  Sometimes those who constantly 
worry about everything under the sun are called 
“worry warts.”  I didn’t know that a person could 
get warts from worrying, but I guess that anything is 
possible.  But we probably all know that we can 
literally worry ourselves sick.   
 

You know if they gave medals for worrying, I 
would have a significant collection.  I am good at 
worrying about a lot of things and I can honestly tell 
you that I can worry about multiple things at the 
same time.  A significant number of my worries 
could be classified as church related.  I worry about 
whether people will show up for worship on 
Sundays.  I worry about the health of the church . . . 
I worry about my preaching. . . . did it touch, did it 
connect with people today?  I worry about the future 
of our congregation . . . . about finances . . . . I 
worry about people I haven’t seen for a while. . . . I 
worry about being a good leader and pastor.  Oh, 
the litany of worries could go on.   
 

In October, I am leading a group of 14 on a special 
trip to Rome, the Holy Land, Ephesus, and Athens.  
We will be retracing the Apostle Paul’s 4th 
missionary journey.  It is going to be a wonderful 
experience.   
 

On that journey, Paul endured a storm at sea that 
lasted for days, went through a ship wreck, got bit 
by a poisonous snake, and was finally imprisoned at 
the journeys end there in Rome.  If there was 
anybody who should be filled with worry, Paul 
would have been a great candidate.  But while he 
was imprisoned, he wrote some of the most faith-
filled, joy-filled, peace-filled letters, ever.  One was 
the letter to the Philippians, which I have been 
reading in preparation for our trip. 
 
Here is his counsel to his worrying friends at 
Philippi . . . . . wise words of counsel for us and that 
apply just as well today as when they were nearly 
2,000 years ago. 
 
1.  Don’t worry about anything. Worrying doesn’t 
change anything. It’s stewing without doing. 
There’s no such thing as born worriers; it.  worry is 
a learned response. You learned it from your 
parents. You learned it from your peers. You 
learned it from experience. That’s good news. The 
fact that worry is learned means it can also be 
unlearned. Jesus says, “So don’t worry about 
tomorrow, for tomorrow will bring its own worries. 
Today’s trouble is enough for today” (Matthew 
6:34 NLT). 

2. Pray about everything. Use the time you’ve 
spent worrying for praying. If you prayed as 
much as you worried, you’d have a whole lot less 
to worry about. Some people think God only 
cares about religious things, such as how many 
people I invite to church or my tithing. Is God 
interested in car payments? Yes. He’s interested 
in every detail of your life. That means you can 
take any problem you face to God. 
 
3.  Tell God what you need.  Do you need help?  
Ask for it.  Do you need strength for the trials and 
troubles you are facing?  Let Him know.  Do you 
need courage to do the right thing, the 
perseverance to hang in there, the ability to 
forgive someone who has hurt you deeply?  Tell 
Him.  Trust that God will give you what you need 
in the right proportion to what you need, at the 
exact moment you need Keep placing whatever 
worries you have into His hands and wait on His 
answers for you.  His absolute promise is to be 
with us always.  There are no exceptions to that 
promise.  While leaving ourselves in His hands 
and depending on Him completely to meet our 
needs is not an easy place to be, there is no better 
place to be.   
 
4. Thank God in all things. Whenever you pray, 
you should always pray with thanksgiving. The 
healthiest human emotion is not love, but 
gratitude. It actually increases your immunities; it 
makes you more resistant to stress and less 
susceptible to illness. People who are grateful are 
happy. But people who are ungrateful are 
miserable because nothing makes them happy. 
They’re never satisfied; it’s never good enough. 
So if you cultivate the attitude of gratitude, of 
being thankful in everything, it reduces stress in 
your life.  
 
When we no longer worry, when we pray about 
everything, when we give thanks, when we place 
our needs in His hands, the apostle Paul tells us 
the result is, “The peace of God, which 
transcends all understanding, will guard your 
hearts and your minds in Christ 
Jesus” (Philippians 4:7). 
 

What a guarantee!  
He is guaranteeing peace of mind.
